Applications must be re-
turned by 2 p.m. May 21 to the office of the United Way of St. Francois County, 739
E. Karsch Blvd., Farmington, Mo., 63640.

To be eligible for a grant, agencies must be a not -for - profit corporation, have
IRS and State of Missouri income tax exempt status, offer human service programs,
and provide services based on documented need. The agency must be non -
discriminatory as to age, race, sex, religion, and national origin and must also have
sound financial and program management, be represented by an active board of di-
rectors and provide timely financial and program information.

After the application deadline, each agency will be asked to send a representa-
tive to make a 5 -minute presentation to the United Way Board. Grants will be
awarded for one year. Those agencies selected will be notified by mail. Checks will
be presented in early 2011. The United Way awarded more than $137,000 to 25
agencies in St. Francois County in February. The Board of Directors of the United
Way of St. Francois County has set a goal of $150,000 to raise in 2010 and award in
grants to local agencies meeting basic human needs in 2011.

The finished truck is 54 % inches from the bumper to the back tiller seat. It features a ladder that
reaches 70 inches from the bottom of the wheels of the top. He made the ladder first. It took him two
months and he made it in three stages.
