Dental Health Clinic: Every child deserves a healthy smile

The lack of dental services for children in need in the Parkland is one reason the dental clinic was
established in 2006. At that time, the closest Medicaid provider for dental care was over 50 miles away and
had waiting lists of 3-6 months. Meeting with school nurses and the St. Francois County Community Partner-
ship, the Health Center addressed the need and spearheaded the project. The clinic is funded through
United Way of St. Francois County, the Health Center and Medicaid reimbursement. Ronald McDonald Chari-
ties funded equipment and supplies that allowed the clinic to begin implementing restorative care.

The Clinic accepts children between the ages of 2 and 19 from St. Francois or Madison Counties who are in
the MoHealthNet/MC+ program, formerly known as Medicaid. The children have the opportunity to re-
ceive preventive services such as cleanings, dental sealants, and fluoride treatments by a licensed hygienist.

The Children's Dental Clinic provides preventive care to 13 children daily, four days a week. In the last year,
the Children's Dental Clinic has added a dentist four days a month to deliver restorative care such as: fillings,
space maintainers and extractions. To be eligible to see the dentist, the child must have been seen through
the Children's Dental Clinic for preventive care or participated in the school
based dent al seal ant program and
