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Habitat for Humanity of St. Francois County is
a nonprofit, ecumenical Christian housing ministry
that partners with families to build safe, decent,
affordable homes. Habitat then sells these homes
at no profit and no interest to partner families who
could not otherwise afford their own homes.

Habitat house payments are determined by the cost
of building the home. Currently, a three -bedroom
home with a 20-year mortgage including taxes,
insurance and a maintenance fee is about $425/mo.
As the house payments are repaid to Habitat they
will be used by Habitat to build more homes. These
homes are NOT given to the families they MUST]
repay Habitat in order to remain in their homes.

Habitat is building its 14th house in St. Francois
County. Located at 311 Summit Street in Bonne
Terre, many volunteers are needed to help with the
building and to provide lunches at the job site.

Habitat will host a fundraising 4-person Golf
Scramble on June 17 at Crown Pointe golf club.
